   So, what is your favorite season of 
the year?  When it comes to the          
worship calendar, there are a number 
of seasons from which to choose.    

Here is a liturgical calendar for 2020. 

   Advent began on December 1, 
2019.  It is the first season of the           
Christian year and the four Sundays       
before Christmas are all the Sundays           
of Advent.  The color for Advent is blue 
or purple. 

  Christmas Season began on              
Christmas Day and continued until           
January 6, the Epiphany of the 
Lord.  During these 12 days the church 
rejoices in the incarnation of the Word  
of God in Jesus Christ.    

  Epiphany refers to Godôs revelation 
and we think about the star that guided 
the Three Wise Men.  The color for 
Christmas Season is white. 

  Season after the Epiphany is the     
current season, which lasts from         
January 7 to Ash Wednesday.  It has  
no central theme and is one of two  
seasons of Ordinary Time.  The color 
for this season is green. 

  Lent begins with Ash Wednesday, which comes forty days before Easter, not counting Sundays, and ends 
on the Saturday before Easter Day.  Sundays in Lent are not counted because, like all other Sundays, they 
are little Easers and days of Christian celebration.  This means that you can have sweets on Sundays if you 
give up sugar for Lent!  Lent is a period of repentance and preparation for baptism and renewal of baptism 
into the Paschal mystery.  The four events of the Paschal mystery are Jesusô passion, death, resurrection, 
and ascension.  The color for Lent is purple. 

  Easter Season is also known as the Great Fifty Days.  This season crowns the Christian year!  It begins 
with Easter Sunday and includes the seven following Sundays through the Day of Pentecost.  The seventh 
Sunday of Easter may be observed as Ascension Sunday,.  The season is a time of great joy in the risen 
Christ by the power and gift of the Holy Spirit. The basic rule for determining the date for Easter is that it is 
on the first Sunday after the first ecclesiastical full moon that occurs on or after March 21st. The beginning 
date, March 21st, was chosen because it is usually the vernal equinox.  The color for Easter Season is white. 

Season after Pentecost is also called Ordinary Time or Kingdomtide.  This period may include as many as      
28 or as few as 23 Sundays.  The season begins with Trinity Sunday (the first Sunday after Pentecost) and 
continues through the day before the first Sunday of Advent. The color of this season is green. 

Lent will begin on Ash Wednesday, which is                                                                                       
February 26.  The Men of Hope will sponsor                                                                                     
a Shrove Tuesday, or Fat Tuesday meal                                                                                
5:30 - 7:00 the evening before,                                                                                                 
with pancakes and sausage.

     All aspects of the building will be in compliance with the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA). 

Probably already considered:  1. consider non-slip tile for bathroom flooring & at least some comfort level toilets 

           2. Adequate space designated for wheelchairs & walkers

How much money has been collected for building at this time? 

     We currently have approximately $670,000 on hand.  

Recommend carpet in new sanctuary, not tile. Thank you. 

      We have discussed the use of carpet squares and stained concrete for the sanctuary. Further   

     discussion/recommendations will be made by the Bathroom & Flooring sub-committee after the building begins. 

Our scouting outreach has increase much as out attendance has increased. We now have 160 Cub Scouts and          
Scouts (boys & girls). Can a closet or small room be dedicated for their needs? 

      It is possible that storage from the current building will be emptied and Scouts can take over that space.  

Will there be space for expansion in the new sanctuary? Maybe a balcony? Also, please consider a private entry for 
AA/Al-Anon meeting. Thank you for all your hard work.  

     GSB has told us this design will allow for an expansion at a much later time. We feel this design maintains
