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Giving to missions has changed in the Oklahoma Conference and the Apportionments budget for New
Hope UMC increased substantially for 2020. We have budgeted $94,014 for Apportionments for the year
and have paid 35% so far. We expect to pay 100% for the year if giving continues to hold. That would be
spectacular, in the midst of a pandemic!

We are also working on giving to support Mission and Ministry for the Oklahoma Conference. Our
Mission Offering for July raised a total of $1190! This will pay the $615 obligation for Skyline and the $440
for Cookson and give us $135.00 for Oklahoma City University. Our total goal for Mission and Ministry is
$26,518 (which is over and above the $94,014) and we have currently given $4,000 to these items. We
have paid 100% to Neighborhood Services Organization, Camps and Conferences Programming, Cookson
Hills, and Skyline Urban Ministry.

In August we will receive a Missions Offering for Criminal Justice and Mercy Ministries. Any money
that our circles and mission groups at New Hope would like to give to support Conference Ministries
should be given through the church to help us fully fund these ministries. Last year our total apportionment
obligations were around $85,000, so we were given a substantial increase for 2021.
